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Dear Friends

We have the great pleasure and honour in presenting before you the “Annual Report” of our Association for the year 2019 ending on 31st December 2019. The U. P. Athletics Association has completed its required Athletics obligations gracefully and successfully.

Before we proceed further, we would like to bring it to the records and proudly compliment the performance of our Athletes who not only brought laurels to our State but also established a milestone with their performances in Asian & World Athletics. We take pride in the performances of Mr. Shiv Pal Singh & Ms. Annu Rani who were selected to represent the Indian Athletics Team for “WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS in ATHLETICS”, which was held at DOHA (Qatar) from 27th September 2019 to 6th October 2019. Mr. Shiv Pal Singh also made his mark in the World Ranking of Javelin Throw event.   

Mr. AJAY KUMAR SAROJ {Silver Medal in 1500m.} Mr. SHIV PAL SINGH {Silver Medal in Javelin Throw} Ms. ANNU RANI {Silver Medal in Javelin Throw} and PARUL CHAUDHARY {Bronze  Medal in 5000m.} represented Indian Athletics Team in Asian Athletics Championships 2019, which was organized at DOHA (Qatar) from 21st to 24th April 2019. Mr. ABHISHEK PAL (5000m. & 10000m.) also participated in 5000m. & 1000m. events with 6th & 7th places respectively and Ms. Parul Chaudhary participated in 3000m. Steeplechase with 5th place in the Asian Athletics Championships. The commendable aspect of these athlete’s performances was that they not only competed well but performed their personal best achievements during their participation in International Championships. 
Uttar Pradesh Athletics Association (UPAA) had organized all State Senior & Junior Athletics Championships in accordance with the guidelines of Athletics Federation of India (AFI) and also well within stipulated time where we could witness good participation. Even the Coordination Athletics Championships organized by the U. P. Sports Directorate was very helpful in getting the athletes selected for Uttar Pradesh Team. The Uttar Pradesh athletics team participated in all the National Championships in accordance with the AFI Athletics Calendar. The Office bearers and members of our Association extended their full support in not only organizing the State Championships but also helped us in sending the best possible U.P. Team for the National Competitions.

The main challenge before our Association is the “Doping Menace” and “Over Age Participation”. Few of our athletes have been found defaulters on these two counts and have put our State in shame. The most discouraging episode happened during “35th National Junior Athletics Championships 2019”, held at Guntur (A.P.) from 2nd to 6th November 2019, where many athletes of our State were declared disqualified by the AFI Age Verification Committee. Of-course after three weeks, during Medical Test, few athletes were declared within their declared age. This is a very serious issue because due to random & abrupt procedure, the whole year efforts of many Athletes went in vain due to this procedure. UPAA has a constituted a Sub-Committee, under the Chairmanship of Sri Kunwar Fateh Bahadur Ji, IAS with Sri Sudhir Kumar & Sri Rakesh Singh as member to suggest ways & Means to combat this issue in befitting manner.  
The issue of non-participation of District Teams in National Inter District Junior Athletics Meet, {NIDJAM} is also of main concern.  National Inter District Championship is an ambitious and long-term project of Athletics Federation of India, where the District Teams directly participate in National Championships. As a representative of Districts and State, we own the responsibility of committed participation in this Championships.
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The details of our activity for the period is as under:

Our Association organized following State Championships & Events during the year:

1. The 3rd U. P. State Youth Athletics Championships 2019 was organised by U. P. Athletics Association at MMM Sports Stadium Allahabad on 24th January 2019 and at Athletics Stadium of GGS Sports College Lucknow on 27th & 28th January 2019. Total 224 Athletes (36 – U18 Boys & 8 - U18 Girls at Allahabad and 133 - U18 Boys & 47 - U18 Girls at Lucknow) representing 30 (Thirty) (+3 Non-Affiliated) Districts / Units participated in Three Days Championships.
2. The 27th U. P. State Open Athletics Championships 2019 was organised under the auspices of U.P. Athletics Association by District Athletics Association Allahabad at MMM Sports Stadium Allahabad on 23rd May 2019 and by Athletics Kanpur at OEF Stadium Kanpur 24th & 25th May 2019. Total 704 Athletes (111 Men & 51 Women at Allahabad and 458 Men & 84 Women at Kanpur) representing 48 (Forty-Eight) (+7 Non affiliated) Districts / Units participated in Three Days Championships.
3. The 53rd U. P. State Annual Junior (U20) Athletics Championships 2019 was organised by U. P. Athletics Association at MMM Sports Stadium Allahabad on 21st August 2019 and at Athletics Stadium, GGS Sports College, Lucknow on 22nd August 2019 for U 20 Men & U 20 Women. Total 518 Athletes (50 – U20 Men, 10 - U20 Women at Allahabad and 370 – U20 Men, 88 - U20 Women at Lucknow) representing 46 (Forty-Six) (+4 Non Affiliated) Districts / Units participated in Two Days Championships.
4. The 53rd U. P. State Annual Junior (U14 & U16) Athletics Championships 2019 was organised by U. P. Athletics Association at Indira Gandhi Sports Stadium Jaunpur on 7th September 2019, at MMM Stadium Allahabad on 7th September 2019 and at Athletics Stadium, SAI Regional Centre, Lucknow on 8th September 2019 for U 14 & U 16 Boys & Girls. Total 550 Athletes (4 – U14 Boys, 3 - U14 Girls, 12 - U 16 Boys, 10 - U 16 Girls at Jaunpur/ Allahabad and 122 – U14 Boys, 39 - U14 Girls, 266 - U 16 Boys, 94 - U 16 Girls at Lucknow) representing 47 (Forty Seven) (+4 Non affiliated) Districts / Units participated in Two Days Championships.
5. The 53rd U. P. State Annual Junior (U18) Athletics Championships 2019 was organised by U. P. Athletics Association at Indira Gandhi Sports Stadium Jaunpur on 6th October 2019, at MMM Stadium Allahabad on 6th October 2019 and at International Athletics Stadium, Major Dhyan Chand Sports College, Saifai (Etawah) on 7th October 2019 for U 18 Boys & U 18 Girls. Total 222 Athletes (41 – U18 Boys, 17 - U18 Girls at Jaunpur & Allahabad and 127 – U18 Boys, 37 - U18 Girls at Saifai {Etawah}) representing 34 (Thirty-Four) (+1 Non affiliated) Districts / Units participated in Two Days Championships.
6. The 53rd U. P. State Annual Junior (U14 & U16) Athletics Championships 2019 was organised by U. P. Athletics Association at Indira Gandhi Sports Stadium Jaunpur on 6th October 2019, at MMM Sports Stadium Allahabad on 6th October 2019 and at Police Lines Ground Raebareli on 13th October 2019 for U 14 & U 16 Boys & Girls. Total 238 Athletes (12 – U14 Boys, 4 - U14 Girls, 35 - U 16 Boys, 17 - U 16 Girls at Jaunpur & Allahabad and 38 – U14 Boys, 25 - U14 Girls, 77 - U 16 Boys, 30 - U 16 Girls at Raebareli) representing 38 (Thity Eight) (+1 Non affiliated) Districts / Units participated in Two Days Championships.
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Following State Athletics Championships were organized by U.P. Sports Directorate:
1. The U. P. State Coordination Athletics Championships 2019 for Sub-Juniors (below 16 years) Boys & Girls was organized by U. P. Sports Directorate through Regional Sports Officer at Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose, Sonakpur Sports Stadium, Moradabad on 18th & 19th October 2019.  Total 422 Athletes (257 - U 16 Boys & 165 – U16 Girls) representing 18 Regional & 2 Athletics Hostel, Teams participated in two days Championships.
2. The U.P. State Coordination Athletics Championships 2019 for Juniors (below 20 years) Men & women, was organized by U. P. Sports Directorate through Regional Sports Officer, Allahabad at Madan Mohan Malviya Sports Stadium, Allahabad on 7th & 8th December 2019. Total 467 Athletes (277 - U20 Men & 190 – U20 Women) representing 18 Regional & 2 Athletics Hostel, Teams participated in two days Championships.
 ORGANISATION  *  NATIONAL  CHAMPIONSHIPS
Our Association organized following National Championship during the year.

1. The 53rd National Cross Country Championships 2019 was organized by District Athletics Association Mathura & U.P. Athletics Association under the auspices of Athletics Federation of India at MATHURA (U.P.) on 20th January 2019. The Local Organising Committee (LOC) was constituted by the President DAA Mathura Sri Anil Vajpeyi Ji in which he nominated Sri Sachin Gupta of Sanskriti University as Chairman Organising Committee, Sri Vivek Srivastava of Sanskriti University as Chief Coordinator, Sri H. M. Rawat as Joint Organising Secretary. The Hony Secretary UPAA acted as Organising Secretary of the Championships.
The Championships was organized in the Campus of Sanskriti University, Mathura and a Cross Country Course was prepared inside the University’s Campus. The Course was a Loop of Two Kilometers and all the Races were conducted on the same loop. The events started at 6.00 am in the morning of 20th January 2019 and concluded at about 11.30 am. 

Total 600 athletes (326 Male & 274 Female) representing twenty seven (27) States & three (3) Sports Boards entered in this Championships. After Confirmation of Entries following was the status of participation in all the groups:

M. Rawat, the Jt. Organising Secretary presented the report of the Competition and Dr. Rana Singh, the Vice Chancellor of Sanskriti University delivered the Vote of Thanks.

2. The 2nd National 400m. Open Championships 2019 was organized by U. P.  Athletics Association under the auspices of Athletics Federation of India at G.G.S. Sports College, Athletics Stadium, LUCKNOW on 15th & 16th April 2019.

The Technical Committee of AFI nominated Mr. Amit Gautam as Technical Delegate for this Championships. This National Athletics Championships was inaugurated by Sri Anandeshwar Pandey, the Secretary General U. P. Olympic Association. The Medals & Trophies were awarded during the Medal Ceremony/Closing Ceremony on 16th April 2019.  Dr. Sudhir M. Bobde, the Vice President, U.P. Athletics Association (UPAA) was the Chief Guest on this occasion and Sri Ashok K. Mishra, DGM Power Grid Corporation of India Limited was the Guest of Honour. The Ceremonies were presided by Sri Ajay Kumar Tripathi, the Senior Joint Secretary UPAA and convened by Dr. Devesh Dubey, the Treasurer UPAA. The Championships was supported by Power Grid Corporation of India Limited through their Lucknow Office.
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3. The 59th National Inter State Seniors Athletics Championships 2019 was allotted (Confirmed) to Uttar Pradesh Athletics Association (UPAA) in the Annual General Meeting of Athletics Federation of India (AFI) which was held in Agra on 19th July 2019. Initially this National Athletics Championships was allotted to Kolkata (West Bengal Athletics Association) but due to certain reasons it could not be organized there and UPAA was bestowed the responsibility to host it in Lucknow. 
The Executive Committee of U. P. Athletics Association accepted this assignment and a Executive Organising Committee was constituted under the Chairmanship of Hony President Sri Kunwar Fateh Bahadur Ji. The other members of this Committee were adopted from the PHD Chamber of Commerce & Industry & Executive Committee of UPAA. It was decided to host the Championship in P.A.C. Athletics Stadium, Maha Nagar, Lucknow.  The Athletes and officials stayed in various Guest Houses / Hotels. The National Teams of three countries – Iran, Maldives & Srilanka stayed in Hotel Casaya Inn, Gomti Nagar, Lucknow. The AFI Delegates, Key Officials, AFI Staff, Photo-Finish and Electronic crew members, stayed in Hotels, CSI Guest House and PAC Officers Mess near the stadium. 
The Championships was organized in two sessions daily from 27th to 30th August 2019 as per schedule and there was no delay in hosting the events. On the recommendation of the AFI Chief Coach, the Race Walk event was held on the track only, which was originally planned to hold on Road near Ambedkar Park of Gomti Nagar, Lucknow. The Race Walk Course was measured by International Course Measurer Mr. G. Krishnan.

The Championships was inaugurated by Sri Swatantra Deo Singh, State President BJP, UP and was accompanied by Sri Chetan Chauhan, the Honbl’e Minister Soldier Welfare, Home Guards, Government of Uttar Pradesh, during Opening & Inauguration Ceremony. After the March past of all participating teams, Ms. Sudha Singh, the Captain of Uttar Pradesh Team took Oath of Championships on behalf of all the participating Athletes. 
The Medals Ceremony was conducted immediately after the events were over on all the four days and the Guests of Honour were the Office Bearers of Athletics Federation of India and UPAA and also from PHD Chamber of Commerce.

The Officials from Athletics Federation of India, Sri C.K. Valson the Secretary, Dr. Lalit K. 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DOPING

DOPING is menace and our Association has been always propagating through personal counseling and also through Seminars/lectures to the State athletes, not to involve in short cut methods of Doping. Still we are sorry to inform you that few athletes of our State were found guilty of Doping and severe action has been taken against them. Following Athletes of our State were found positive during the year 2019:

1. Ms. Jyoti Singh (Mirzapur) – During IDBI Half Marathon 2019 – Ineligibility of four (4) years w.e.f. 14th May 2019.

2. Ms. Prachi (Saharanpur) – Out of Competition – 30.12.2019 – Provisional suspension.

OVERAGE in JUNIOR ATHLETES

The issue of Overage participation in Junior Athletes is a severe problem and it is gradually increasing in the District level participation. The manipulation of age certificate has gone deep in the minds of athletes and guardians. For the short-term gain of name and fame, the athletes tend to manipulate their age. This not only deprives the genuine Junior Athletes to show their prowess but also discourages guardians to promote their wards for the game of Athletics.
At the same time, we in Athletics administration need to device fool proof method to combat this menace. We would like to draw the attention of our members towards the latest issue of Age Verification. AFI Age Verification Committee Officials disqualified many Uttar Pradesh Junior athletes during the 35th National Junior Athletics Championships 2019, held at Acharya Nagarjunan University Ground Guntur (A.P.) from 2nd to 6th November 2019, and denied them to participate in the Championships.

The issue of participation of all the Districts of Uttar Pradesh in 17th Milo National Inter District Junior Athletics Meet 2019 (17thNIDJAM2019) was discussed in details during General Council Meeting held on 16th February 2019 and Hony President UPAA appealed one and all to make efforts for successful compliance of this obligation towards the Indian Athletics.
While we appreciate and acknowledge the participation of our 51 (Fifty One) affiliated Districts in 17thNIDJAM2019, but disappointed with non participation of 8 districts without any information. The Districts are Azamgarh, Banda, Basti, Bijnore, Ghazipur, Hamirpur, Hardoi and Moradabad. The necessary action is being initiated as per the guidelines of AFI against these eight districts.

Four non affiliated districts {Firojabad, Gonda, Hathras & Lakhinpur Kheri} were also allowed to enter their team in 17th NIDJAM 2019, as a very special case due to non-existence of any Athletics Association or Athletics forum in those Districts.
AFI conducted the Age Verification for all the Athletes who entered in the 17thNIDJAM2019 and the report received from AFI is given in Appendix “2” of this Report.
